National Programme on Technology
Enhanced Learning (NPTEL) initiated in 2003 and funded by the Ministry of Human Resource
and Development (MHRD now Ministry of Education) is a joint initiative by the Indian Institute
of Science (I1ISC) and Indian Institute of Technology (11Ts). It provides quality online education
to anyone who is interested in learning different subjects in Humanities, Management, Science,
Engineering, and Technology through the Internet. Study Webs of Active Learning for Young
Aspiring Minds (SWAYAM) is the National MOOCs portal developed by Ministry of Human
Resource and Development (MHRD). It i1s designed to achieve three cardinal principles of
education policy namely access, equity, and quality. NPTEL (National Programme on
Technology Enhanced Learning) is one of the official national coordinators of SWAYAM which
also receives financial support from MHRD. Initially, SWAYAM portal was accessible only
through web portal. Nowadays anyone can access SWAYAM courses through web portal as well
as SWAYAM mobile app.

Courses delivered through SWAYAM are available free of cost to the learners, however

learners wanting a SWAYAM certificate should register for the final proctored exams that come
at a fee and attend in-person at designated centres on specified dates.
SWAYAM Courses are offered twice a year in two different semesters, First semester July to
December and Second Semester January to June. Students can join the course of their choice.
Basically there are 4 week courses which have 1 credit, 8 week courses have 2 credits, 12 week
courses which have 3 credits. These credits will be added in in Academic Credit Bank (As per
new Education Policy). Students has to complete all weekly assignment before appearing to
exam. The Assignment score will be considered as internal marks, The final exam may be
conduct through online mode (MCQ, Computer) or offline mode (Descriptive, pen and Paper).
Final Score will the summation of internal marks and final exam marks. Eligibility for the
certificate will be announced on the course page and learners will get certificates only if this
criteria 15 matched.

Over the decade, NPTEL has become the most extensive and most viewed education
channel in the world, with 18,210 videos on YouTube so far. Till now, 860 courses have been
recorded and put online, with each course containing at least 20-30 lectures.
